Rather than asking nonprofits to fundraise alone, CFOV brings
donors and organizations together—leveraging donor dollars to
support 16 local nonprofit organizations working to improve life in
Ogden Valley.
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How It Works
Donor contributions are pooled into a matching fund
Local nonprofits raise funds for their own missions
CFOV matches those funds, up to $5,000 in 2025, multiplying the impact
of donations
Organizations receive increased support while donors see their giving go
further

We match funds to multiply what organizations are raising on their own—
turning individual generosity into collective impact.
